Introduction
JETCET™ PRINT lets you print documents and pictures from your Pocket PC Phone straight to a printer.  You can also print email, email attachments, web pages, contacts, tasks, and appointments. Popular printer brands such as Canon, Epson, Hewlett-Packard, PlanOn and Brother are supported. Read on for more details regarding how to navigate the application, connect to printers, browse files and print, plus use JETCET PRINT to capture and edit photos.  
[bookmark: _Toc169432541]Using JETCET™ PRINT 
When JETCET PRINT opens, you will see four distinct tabs designed to make navigating to files and adding and managing printers easy.  These tabs are named Documents, Pictures, Messages, and Settings and collectively make up the JETCET Explorer.  
	
	Documents – browse a list of supported documents to print.
	Pictures – browse thumbnails of supported images plus capture and edit images to print.
Messages –browse emails, email attachments (supported file types only), appointments, contacts, and tasks to print.
Settings – add and manage printers, manage print jobs in the spooler for each of your printers, and manage JETCET PRINT. Before printing, you must add a printer.

Besides allowing you to browse to files and print, each tab lets you: 

· Add commonly used folders or network locations as remembered places.
· Use file filters to limit the number of files that appear in drop-down lists.
· Print supported file types from a .ZIP folder. Note: Zip archives are handled as a directory.  Simply tap on a Zip folder to reveal its contents.  

Upon first launch of the application, you will be taken directly to the Settings tab to add a printer before beginning to print.  Each subsequent launch of the JETCET Explorer will return you to the last used location.

Selected items can be printed using any of these methods: 

· Double-tap an item using the stylus for print options. 
· Hold the stylus on the item and select Print from the popup menu. 
· Highlight a file and select the Print key. 
· Highlight a file and select the printer icon.

There are a variety of ways you can connect to your printer using JETCET PRINT.  Follow this step-by-step approach to quickly begin printing: 
1. Determine the printer connection method you wish to use.

· Connect via a network using an IP address, IPP internet URL address, or Share Name
-OR-
· Connect via Bluetooth (SPP or BIP)

2. Verify your printer connection type is active.  Check, for example, that Wi-Fi or Bluetooth is turned ON. 
3. Go to the Settings tab and select to Add a Printer based on the printer connection method (Network or Bluetooth).  Complete the steps in the Add Printer wizard.    
4. Browse to an item to print (e.g. a document, photo, email, web page, or appointment). 
5. Highlight the item.
6. Select print options.

Browse Documents and Pictures on your device by using the drop-down list which includes: 

· My Device, My Documents, Storage Card (if present) and any additional storage locations (if present).
· Remembered places (see Adding a Place below for more details).

Browse .ZIP files like a folder. Supported file types can be printed from within a .ZIP file. Filter documents by file type. 

Browse folders for e-mail items using the drop-down list to select a different e-mail account folder. Sort messages by From, Received Date, or Subject using the drop-down list.  When a message is selected, the content of that message will appear in the bottom pane of the window for you to view and print.  Blank messages may indicate an unsupported e-mail format.

Create shortcuts to folders you commonly visit on your device or network from the Documents and Pictures tabs. Here’s how (listed in order of fastest to slowest approach): 
· Use the popup menu – Hold the stylus on a folder or a ZIP file and select Remember This Place from the popup menu. 
· Use the Add Place icon (the house) located above the vertical scroll bar or go to Menu>My Places>Add Place… and do the following:  

1. Select to add a place either on My Device or My Network. 
2. Select the Next key. 
3. Browse to the location and select the folder with the stylus. 
4. Select the Next key. 
5. Enter a nickname for this place. 
6. Check the box for the option Go to this place now to open this folder. 
7. Select Finish.

[bookmark: _Toc169265128][bookmark: _Toc169432546]PRINTING FILES AND MESSAGES
Files include documents and digital images and Messages include e-mail and PIM information (Appointments, Contacts, and Tasks).To print a File or Message, follow these steps: 
1. Verify your selected printer connection is active. 
2. Highlight a file. 
3. Select the Print key. 
4. Select the printer and print options using Next to navigate. 
5. A Printing... message with a progress bar appears. 
6. [bookmark: _Toc169265129]Select Finish when Printing...Completed is displayed to close dialog.
[bookmark: _Toc169432547]Printing E-mail Attachments 
	Printing an e-mail attachment requires a few extra steps compared to printing a file: 
1. Highlight an e-mail message displaying the attachment icon. 
2. Select Menu. 
3. Select Attachments.... 
4. All attachments are listed. Only attachments with a supported file type may be printed. 
5. Verify your printer connection is active. 
6. Highlight an item. 
7. Select the Print key. 
8. Select the printer and print options, using Next to navigate. 
9. A Printing... message with a progress bar appears. 
10. [bookmark: FileExplorer]Select Finish when Printing...Completed is displayed to close dialog. 
[bookmark: WebPages][bookmark: _Toc169432548]Printing Web Pages 
To print a web page first make sure a printer is configured in JETCET PRINT and check that your printer connection is active.  Then do the following:  
1. Browse to the web page you wish to print.
2. Hold the stylus to bring up a popup menu and select Print HTML Page. Note: In Pocket Internet Explorer® you must tap and hold the stylus in an area of white space to make the popup menu appear with the Print option.  In Windows Mobile 6.5 devices, select Tools/Print with JETCET 5… 
3. Select the printer and print options, using Next to navigate. 
4. A Printing... message with a progress bar appears. 
5. Select Finish when Printing...Completed is displayed to close dialog. 
[bookmark: _Toc169265130][bookmark: _Toc169432549]Printing from File Explorer 
Supported file types can be printed from File Explorer.  The steps are very similar to printing a document or message: 
1. Verify your printer connection is active. (For example, WiFi or Bluetooth is turned on) 
2. Highlight a file.
3. Hold the stylus on the file until a popup menu appears. 
4. Select the Print key. 
5. Select the printer and print options, using Next to navigate. 
6. A Printing... message with a progress bar appears. 
7. [bookmark: _Toc169432550]Select Finish when Printing...Completed is displayed to close dialog.
Manage
Once a printer has been added, you can hold the stylus on the printer icon to popup a list of management options. 
· Select Open to view the jobs printing to the printer. See Printer Spooler for more details. 
· Select Set as Default to identify this printer as the default printer. 
· Select Delete to delete the printer. 
· Select Rename to change the printer nickname. 
· Select Print Test Page to print a test page to the printer. 
· [bookmark: _Toc169265132]Select Properties to open the properties for the printer. 
[bookmark: _Toc169432551]Printer Spooler 
Selecting the printer icon opens the printer spooler.  The spooler displays the list of jobs printed to a printer. From the printer spooler, the printer and its print jobs can be controlled. Control your print jobs using the following icons/menu items: 
· Pause stops sending the print job to the printer. 
· Print starts sending the print job to the printer.

[bookmark: _Toc169432552][bookmark: _Toc169265135]Capture & Edit Photos 
JETCET PRINT lets you capture and edit photographs on your Windows Mobile® device.  To use these features, go to the Pictures tab and take the following action(s): 
· [bookmark: Photo_Edit]Tap on the camera icon or select Menu>Capture... to capture a photo using the onboard camera of the device (if present). 
· Select an image file and to go Menu>Edit to edit the file. The editing features available allow you to crop a picture and/or add effects such as adjusting colors and applying filters.  Note: Any supported image file type can be edited, but it will be saved as a .JPG file type after editing.

JETCET PRINT supports printing of the most frequently used file types.  

· Documents: .DOC, .RTF, .TXT, .PDF, .PPT, .PPS, .XLS, .HTM., .HTML. 
· Pictures: .BMP, .PNG, .GIF, and JPEG files (.JPG, .JPEG, .JFIF, .JPE). 
· ZIP: The supported file types listed above contained in a .ZIP file may be printed. A .ZIP file is treated like a folder. Select a folder or .ZIP file and browse files. 
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK1][bookmark: OLE_LINK2]HTML: Pocket Internet Explorer web pages may be printed.
